What does God’s vision offer his covenant people? 
 
God’s vision for his covenant people invests them with… 
  

I.​ A life-giving identity: Saved people. “God rescued me from death and gave me life 
to enjoy his life-giving presence.” 19:4 

a.​ Covenant provision: God’s saving works. 
b.​ Covenant expectation: Personal faith 

II.​ A life-giving morality: Sanctified people. “My life is fully dependent on the 
never-failing, covenant-keeping, redeeming, life-giving Word of God.” 19:5 

a.​ Covenant provision: A treasured possession among the nations. 
b.​ Covenant expectation: Obedience to God’s word. 

III. ​ A life-giving responsibility: Sent people. “The purpose of my life is to be God’s 
representative inviting others to experience God’s life-giving presence.” 19:6

1.​ Conversion from death to life is the first and most critical step in our relationship with 

God. When we trust Christ for our salvation, we are born again. Have you trusted Christ 
to be your Savior?
