[I.  Deliverance vs. Oppression (Col. 1:13, Eph. 2:1-3).
Ill.  Forgiveness vs. Condemnation (Col. 1:14, Luke 7:35-50, Rom. 5:6-8).

Because Jesus is the Way, the Truth, and the Life.
Without the Way there is no going: Christ offers you direction.
Without the Truth there is no knowing: Christ offers you
freedom from the lies of the enemy.

Without the Life there is no living: Christ offers you eternal life.
